Preface

The presented collection of articles: ‘Georgia and European World-
Philosophical-Cultural Dialogue’ (volume 1) is unique according to its
concept. It is dedicated to the memory of St. Anthim Iverianul. The
collection deals with enlightened activities in theological-philosophical and
historical dimensions. The proceedings are carried out in two languages and
will be distributed in Georgia as well as in Romania.Considerable amount of
work has been fulfilled by the Dean of Philosophy. Logic, Psychology and
Social Faculties of Bucharest University “Politehnica,” Doctor, Professor of
Philosophy Maria Cornelia Barliba, with whom Georgian philosophers have
a close relationship. The publication of the presented transactions is im-
portant and welcome due to several reasons: it is the first time that the
activities of a great Georgian living abroad, the greatest Saint, is fa-
miliarized and honored by the Georgian society. It is the first time that
Anthim Iverianul’s original work “Sermon on Celebration of Saints Equal of
the Apostles King Constantine and Helena'’, has been translated from the
old Romanian language specially for this edition. The scientific works
issued in these proceedings are dedicated to actual problems of today. The
articles are notable for their high academic level and original approach to the
investigated problems. We hope that the publication of the proceedings will
be an important event for the Georgian theological-philosophical scientific
sphere because, in fact, researches have never been made in this direction.
The articles written by the Romanian philosophers and theologists in the
transactions, side by side with the articles written by the Georgian
researchers, will be a great contribution to the further analysis of St. Anthim
Iverianul’s theological-philosophical work in this direction.

There are people born with the fate and activitics that unify diverse
countries, join their culture and world outlook forever. St. Anthim Iverianul
is an evident example of this union. He built a solid bridge between the
cultures of Georgia and Romania. This union is still topical and arouses
keen interest of the modern society. St. Anthim Iverianul was one of the
most educated people of that time. He was known as a great thinker, divine
ce performer, best calligrapher, gifted sculptor, orator and writer. Born
in Samtskhe-Djavakheti. southern region of Georgia, the all-round gifted
young man accompanied King Archil to Russia and helped him greatly to
establish a printing-house. On returning to Georgia, Anthim was captured
by mountain-dweller Caucasians and sold into slavery. Later he was bought |
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back from slavery by the Patriarch of Jerusalem. After being invited by the
Wallachian King, he went to Wallachia and from that time on he began to
five and work in his second native country to which he sacrificed his life.
On September 27, 1992 Anthim Iverianul was canonized by the church of
Romania. Having finished the Liturgy Service dedicated to Anthim [verian-
ul, His Beatitude and Holiness Catholicos Patriarch of All Georgia Ilia
11 delivered a speech and said: ‘The man who occupies a particular place in
the history of Romania and who united our two nations and histories of our
countries is Anthim Iverianul, a Georgian by birth. He became the faithful
father of Romanian people and consecrated his life to them.

The acquaintance with the many-sided activity and work of Anthim
[verianul arises a lot of deep thoughts. Supported by the Romanian Embassy
and an initiative from the Romanian and Georgian scientists the conference
dedicated to Anthim Iverianul was held in Tbilisi State University on May 5,
2008 the participants of which were both Romanian and Georgian scientists.
His Beatitude and Holiness Catholicos Patriarch of All Georgia Ilia II who
attended the conference delivered a speech about the contribution of Anthim
Iverianul to Romanian people and about the spiritual values of his heritage.

Rector of the Thilisi State University, Professor Giorgi Khubua who
welcomed the Romanian guests thanked our Patriarch for His participation
in the conference and the notice he had paid to the university and spoke
widely about St. Anthim Iverianul’s activities.

The Romanian guests spoke most respectfully about the activities of the
Georgian Saint.

In his introductory speech H. E. Dan Mihai Bérliba, Ambassador of
Romania to Georgia said that we rarely come across the situation in which a
symbol can be so deeply and thoroughly evoked and used by diplomats after
almost three centuries. However, fortunately, due to the generous history of
our peoples. Georgia and Romania have such a strong, stimulative,
challenging and generous symbol — an outstanding theologist, thinker,
orator, writer, translator into various languages, builder of churches and
monasteries and, above all, builder of belief in God, in the values of
Orthodoxy — Anthim Ivireanul. Anthim represents a solid and lasting proof
of the fact that two peoples, Romanians and Georgians, have a lot of things
in common: Christianity, Orthodox traditions and teachings, deep love for
their native countries, as well as love for their neighbours in the name of
human solidarity. The Ambassador is confident that this prestigious Con-
ference will be an excellent opportunity for emphasizing various theoretical
and spiritual parameters of the life and work carried out by Anthim
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Ivireanul, but at the same time H. E. Dan Mihai Barliba stresses some other
images sui generis of the great ‘Priest without a grave:’

1. Anthim Ivireanul was, in his view, an Engineer in a broader sense of
the word, a respectable Builder of bridges. For him., the Black Sea as a whole
was a ‘bridge’ from Tiflis to Constantinopole, then to Wallachia / Bucharest,
Valcea, Snagov, Targoviste, places where Anthim enjoyed the glory, prestige
and respect from everybody. Anthim Ivireanul was able to build up solid and
perennial bridges of friendship, tolerance and solidarity through Christianity
and Orthodoxy. He was also able to be stronger than the time; his bridges are
permanently available and operational since they are represented by printed
books, churches, monasteries, icons and drawings.

2. Anthim lIvireanul was an Ambassador of Iveria to South — Eastern
Europe, introducing to other nations his native beautiful country with
specific traditions, culture, language, history and nice people. Through a
genuine ‘public diplomacy,” Anthim Ivireanul promoted with energy and
sacrifices, until the tragic end of his life, the constructive role of dialogue
between various languages, spiritual spaces and cultures, proving to
everybody that such a dialogue is not only a need, but also a possibility,
implemented by enthusiastic and devoted people.

As a great Diplomat sui generis, Anthim Ivireanul succeeded in
establishing closer relationships between Europe and Caucasus, having at
his disposal just noble ‘weapons of culture.” Anthim was able to adapt
himself quickly and effectively to the new realities of Wallachia (today’s
Romania) and this behavior represents, in itself, a proof for Georgia to adapt
to the European space, without any difficulties or complex phenomena.

In H. E. Dan Mihai Bérliba’s view, Anthim lvireanul represents a
symbol which obliges us more and more to act together for promoting
cooperation between Romania and Georgia on various levels: political,
parliamentary, ~economic, commercial, cultural, touristic, scientific,
educational.

At the same time, H. E. Dan Mihai Barliba suggests doing more for the
promotion of Anthim Ivireanul on European and international levels, within
UNESCO, for instance. He also has a wish and a dream, with the hope of it§
implementation in the forthcoming years: a bust of Anthim Ivireanul,
created by a Romanian sculptor and placed in Tbilisi, on the Mtkvari River,
perhaps near to the printing house which was established by him at the
beginning of the 18™ century.

Protosinghel Mihai  (Stanchiu) Higumen of Anthim All-Saints
Monastery in Bucharest delivered to the attending society greetings an¢
blessings from the Patriarch of All-Romania His Holiness Daniel, who als¢
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blessed the Monastery named after St. Anthim Iverianul in Bucharest where
the candle lighted by monks and nuns’ praying has been illuminating for
about 300 years. At the beginning of XVHI century St. Anthim Iverianul
was one of the most famous religious figures who played a great role in the
development of the Romanian and Georgian cultures. His life consecrated to
our Lord was characterized by deep inner praying and fasting, by active
missionary, cultural and social activity.

With his life he proved the sayings of Holy Fathers that “teaching is the
art of arts, the science of sciences™. With his life and activity St. Anthim
Iverianul made it possible to synthesize liturgy and philanthropy, cult and
culture, religion and science. St. Anthim Iverianul ’s activity resulted in
acquainting and merging Romanian and Georgian cultures and their spiritual
values: on the one hand, he himself brought Georgian culture to the
Romanian people and made it close and native for them. On the other hand,
with his best pupil Mikhai Istvanovich he sent to Georgia the first Georgian
printing-house assembled in Bucharest. Even today with the help of his
deeds St. Anthim Iverianul makes two Orthodox Christian nations close to
cach-other. Anthim Iverianul showed to us the model of spiritual de-
velopment of the European civilization as well as the thing that the Christian
Orthodox Divine Service gives maximal possibility of spiritual and material
development by harmonization of Romanian and European art as well as
merging the Belief in Christ and active social activity into one another.

The President of the Academy of Sciences, Professor Tamaz Gamkre-
lidze in his speech noted that Anthim Iverianul introduced and established
the Romanian language in the Romanian Church Divine Service. This act
was very important for the development of the Romanian spiritual and
secular literature. He strengthened and applied the oldest principles that
were characteristic for the Eastern Christianity: Divine Service should be
served in the native language and not in Latin which was characteristic for
the Western Christianity. The Holy name of Anthim Iverianul will be kept
forever as a symbol of spiritual renaissance of Romanian people, as a
symbol of spiritual interrelation existing between the Romanian and
Georgian peoples.

This collection is an example of intercultural dialogue between two
cultures, two Universities - Thilisi State University and Bucharest Technical
ty. This dialogue will lay the foundation for further close
relationship of these two Universities as well as, in general, the future
productive cooperation between European and Georgian scientific groups.

EVOCATION OF THE PERSONALITY OF ANTHIM THE IBERIAN,
OUR FATHER AMONG THE SAINTS ON THE OCCASION OF
CELEBRATING 300 YEARS FROM HIS CONSECRATION AS

METROPOLITAN OF WALLACHIA

THE PERSONALITY OF THE METROPOLITAN
ANTHIM OF HUNGRO-WALLACHIA

More than three centuries ago, on March 16" 1705, was consecrated
bishop one of the most talented and capable of the bishops who ever
shepherded on these blessed lands located in the safe harbor of Pont Euxin
and the antique Danubius.

Being an ethnic Iberian, or Georgian, as we name him today,
Metropolitan Anthim is one of the greatest men of this country who,
although a foreigner by nation, has completely integrated himself within the
Romanian spiritual and cultural space, serving it up to the supreme sacrifice.

The information upon his native place is poor; what we know exactly is
that he was an ethnic Georgian, born in the old Caucasian Iberia, nowadays
the Republic of Georgia or Gruzia, in the middle of the 17th century -
according to Fanny [)jindjihasvili‘. one of the researchers who closely took
care of the biographical recomposing of the life of our great bishop and her
compatriot. to whom the name Andria was given at baptism.

During the period in which St. Anthim was born, Iberia was often the
battlefield of the Persian and Turkish armies, many of its inhabitants being
sold as slaves. In those circumstances, apparently, he reached
Constantinople. where he was redeemed by the Ecumenical Patriarchy. Very
soon, he would draw the attention due to the great number of gifts with
whom God blessed him, abilities about which also Anton-Maria del Chiaro
stated that: “He was gifted with such rare talents, that he could achieve any
hand-craft work in a wonderful manner. especially sculpture (engravings).
drawings and embroideries™.
